Regional Hazard Vulnerability Analysis (HVA)
The executive committee is still in the process of collecting HVA documents from all health and medical related agencies throughout the region. This information is vital in order to create a comprehensive regional HVA that will serve as a resource for all stakeholders throughout the region. We would like all HVA documents to be submitted either electronically or by mail no later than April 1, 2010. Regional Medical Coordination Center (RMCC) 
Work is under way in evaluating and finalizing the RMCC. Russell Phillips LLC has all related documents and will begin conducting a gap analysis. As was stated at the stakeholder meeting, the RMCC was developed several years ago to more efficiently coordinate the movement of surge patients during a mass casualty incident in addition to coordinating additional staffing and resources that may be needed. With the addition of the RMCC into regional planning, it is our hope that region 2 will have the ability to more efficiently and effectively manage an emergency situation.
