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At the request of hospital emergency departments, the Central MA EMS Corporation’s Board of Directors has voted to change the CMED guidelines for Region II.

The following changes will become effective Tuesday December 1, 2009:

1. Services will not be required to contact medical control via CMED for the transport of acute stroke.  EMTs will provide a basic CMED entry notification for patients meeting the Region II Stroke Point-of-Entry Plan* criteria.  Services will continue to request medical control for:
· patients requiring trauma team activation (see Statewide Trauma Triage Criteria)
· cardiac patients with ST elevation (see Region II STEMI Point-of-Entry Plan)

2. In addition to RNs and MDs, MA certified EMT-Paramedics may answer the hospital CMED radio for entry notifications (not medical-control calls) when directed to do so by an RN or MD working at that facility.
