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Special Project Waiver Review Process*
1. Current provisions of A/R 5-211 for Special Project Waiver applications will be adhered to, with the suggested changes noted in the following paragraphs. Applications must be submitted for any proposed projects which a) exceed the current scope of practice, as set forth in the Statewide Treatment Protocols, and/or b) which propose to alter Regional point-of-entry plans for a given subset of patients. 

2. The current requirement for Regional review and approval of projects will not be altered. All projects should be presented to the Region in final form, after any necessary hospital Institutional Review Board approval is obtained. Projects reviewed by a Region will be submitted to OEMS with Regional recommendations within 2 weeks of approval.

3. A volunteer group of Emergency Physicians and Paramedics will be appointed for the purpose of assisting OEMS in the review of Special Project Waiver applications. These individuals, 2 of whom would be assigned per project application, will review the project within a specified period of time (e.g., 30 days) and submit written comments to OEMS. (All participants would be required to agree to confidentiality and conflict of interest statements for this function.)

4. The application, along with comments from reviewers, will then be reviewed by the OEMS Clinical Coordinator and State Medical Director.    Recommendation for approval/denial of the project will be made to the OEMS committee assigned this task.

5. The OEMS Committee for Special Project Waiver Review shall meet on a quarterly basis for review of current applications. Notices of approval/denial would then be mailed within 2 weeks. (Note: In this way, all decisions would be made on a timely basis, without delaying time-critical projects, and without the element of possible bias, since external review would be a part of the process.)
